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1. Traffic capacity needs are quickly exceeding the combining of multiple 10G systems.
2. The promise of 100G is substantially cheaper than 40G was ever going to be.

3. Big carriers are reluctant to make investments in 40G.

4. With arrival of 100G, most carriers will cancel their 40G programs.

5. Tensile strength on existing fiber can apparently handle 100G.

6. 40G still costs more than four 10Gs.

7. An artificial market was created for 40G because Cisco Systems released an interface at that rate, which was not really necessary.

8. 100-gig Ethernet will be developed in concert with 100G – providing faster development and higher volumes.

9. Larger vendors can potentially create shakeout of smaller suppliers by stretching the resources of the latter.

10.  Leadership position in 100G could possibly displace incumbent suppliers more readily than in 40G.
