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1. Most of the big cable companies are still grappling to come up with strategies to deal with the most ominous threat they have been anticipating from the beginning with 4G -- they are subject to losing a lot of cable modem business.
2.
Verizon Wireless has so far not shown any inclination to move away from Starent.
3.
Given all of the hype about a widespread footprint at Clearwire, the current emphasis on a “WiMAX hotspot” is evidence of diminished expectations.

4.
It appears that a possibly big application for WiMAX can be found with enterprises using the service internally.

5.
Putting the emphasis on network utilization, such as the wholesale business, rather than on the brand is what is really important now for Sprint.

6.
Given it is going to take several years to deploy fiber in the backhaul in a big way and given that LTE is on a fast track at Verizon Wireless, it appears to make sense that Ethernet over Copper (EoC) will be deployed. 

7.
While in the past, the handset environment would drive any kind of video application, the network will be the catalyst with 4G.

8.
The LTE/FiOS combination will finally give IMS its chance with Verizon.
9.
The expected marriage of AT&T’s 4G network with its broadband landlines will make it easier for its CEO to make a major shift to FTTH.
10.
There are indications that Nokia may retrofit an earlier product for LTE that did not provide voice, but had packet functionality for data and video.
