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1. Even with the most favorable view of the technology potential, six or more Ethernet over Copper (EoC) suppliers in the market probably cannot be sustained. 
     2.  Around 10 megabits is the sweet spot for the technology.

3. There is a potential municipal market where towns and cities own their own copper or have access to it on some privileged basis.
4. There is acknowledgement by EoC suppliers that the RBOCs are going to drag their feet in moving from TDM to Ethernet for backhaul applications.
5. EoC is not likely to be a redo of the T1/HDSL business.
6. The use of the solution for wireless backhaul is expected to happen much faster in Europe than in North America because there is readily available local line unbundling in the former.

7. EoC has been deployed in situations in which a building gets constructed before the telco can deploy the fiber.

8. Existing vendors view the Chinese manufacturers as a big potential threat.

9. Further chip development could significantly lower the cost of EoC.

10.  EoC can generate as high as an 80 percent profit margin.
