While all of the investment is being made by telco, not every resident may want a single provider.

2.
Apartment rentals lead to higher churn rates by definition.

3.
Restricted and/or inadequate upkeep of telephone room in older buildings to place new equipment.

4.
Who assumes the cost of battery back up?

5.
A lot of these buildings have lower-income people and they cannot afford sophisticated services.

6.
Complexity in using DSL electronics in concert with GPON.

7.
In taller buildings, harder to monitor and locate problems.

8.
Battles with owners over control of the equipment and over potential kickbacks for exclusivity.

9.
Limitations in some cases on how many lines can be run within a building (CATV companies will want the same opportunity.)

10.
No exact timeframes ever given – only lip service to hold off regulators.
