Lack of sufficient confidence in the industry of WiMAX’s long-term viability as a technology.

2.
Exceptionally high first costs in infrastructure in running WiMAX on 2.5 GHz.

3.
At 700 MHz, LTE will be getting superior in-building coverage as well as greater distances between towers.

4.
AT&T and Verizon are looking to shorten the dates for LTE arrival.

5.
With relatively limited wireline coverage in States, Verizon will be aggressive with wireless broadband nationwide.

6.
New revisions on 3G will allow adequate time for LTE to catch up to any perceived lead by WiMAX.

7.
Compliance on a single standard throughout the world, especially for people traveling on business, will be very compelling.

8.
Sprint is no longer in operational control of Xohm project.

9.
Sprint has always come back to the Verizon way of doing things (examples: Sprint’s initial reservations about 1xRTT and being first enamored with EV-DV over EVDO).
10.
Job recruiters for WiMAX suppliers have started to admit that substantial activity is not going to be in the U.S.
